A Local Area Planning Committee has finalised a 
series of recommendations for the Regional Director 
regarding the Ballarat South ñLearning Hubò. A 
special meeting of  local area ñstakeholdersò  
including local government, State department and 
community agencies has met formally at the College 
to consider future planning issues.
